A Review

Full of life and fantastic music, this movie is a
resounding success. Not just a well-directed and
well-edited biopic of the American country singer,
Johnny Cash, it also tells the story of his early love and
friendship with June Carter, the woman he later married.

What definitely lifts the story above the average
biopic are wonderful performances from the two
main characters. Everybody has praised Reese
Witherspoon as June Carter. She’s the best thing in
the movie — comical and moving — and definitely
deserved the Oscar, but | thought Joaquin Phoenix
was pretty good too and captured Cash's darker
moods really well. Amazingly, Witherspoon and
Phoenix actually sang the tracks themselves and they're surprisingly effective,
though the real Cash had a singing voice that was slightly rougher.

My only complaint is that as a biopic the movie is not comprehensive enough.
We don't get to know much about Cash's life before 1955 and the film ends with his
marriage to June in 1968. Even more disappointing is that we don’t really find out
what happens to his first wife and two children once she leaves him.

All the same, watch the movie and you will understand what it means to be two
talented, highly individual peaple, living in a world that expects you to behave like
everyone else.

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SMASHING GREEK CUSTOM
GOES TO THE WALL

Fearing they will be sued by diners
hit by flying crockery, hundreds
of owners of Greek restaurants in
the UK are no longer allowing their
customers to smash plates.

“Smashing plates in restaurants is a
nice Greek tradition but what can you
do?" said Chris Toumaz, who runs
Trios in Palmers Green, north London.
“All these claims now, everyone’s just
looking for an excuse to sue you. We
have stopped doing it.”

Some restaurateurs have replaced
plates with less dramatic alternatives.
“We're throwing flowers now,” said
Nikos Constantinou, the manager
of the Apollo Restaurant Taverna,
in Islington, north London. “It's not
as messy and if you hit someone it
doesn't really matter.”

Mr Constantinou, 30, said he called
a halt to the custom about two years
ago after a woman customer was hit
in the face by a flying fragment of
crockery and had to go to hospital

for stitches for a cut above her eyebrow.
“She didn't sue, but we were worried
someone would,” he said.

Qver the centuries, breaking plates has
become linked to the Greek concept
of kefi (high spirits and fun). Some say
that it keeps away evil spirits. Others
maintain that plates broken during a
wedding reception symbolize good luck
and a happy, lasting marriage.

Expressing his own theory of why the
tradition started, Mr Constantinou said: “it
relieves your worries. If you are stressed
or upset you can release it all by breaking
the plates. | suppose it can also be done
to show appreciation for the music or
the dancing. Over the years it has been
interpreted in different ways.”

The restaurateurs all agreed that the
plates used for smashing should be
cheap ones that crumble harmlessly. In
the wrong hands, however, even these
can be harmful. Fights have been known
to start after fragments of crockery
landed in another customer’s moussaka.

“We are worried that they will start
smashing the good plates which cost
£5 each,” said one owner. He put up
a sign telling customers to leave all
plate smashing to trained staff.

Some Greek restaurateurs, however,
insist that they will continue the
tradition. Stefano Floridas, of Athens
Restaurant in Eastbourne, East
Sussex, said that the town's Greek
community would continue smashing
plates at family parties held every
three months, “It's a tradition that's
been going on for hundreds of
years,” he said. “i's ridiculous that
they've stopped doing it.”

Presenter Japan receives business travellers from around the world
and the wise visitor will learn some local etiquette before setting
off. Japanese culture is quite different to that of many countries
and foreign visitors to Japan sometimes worry that, in their
ignorance of the country's social etiquette, they may appear rude
or cause offence during their stay. However, with a few useful tips,
you can easily avoid giving offence.

The first thing to consider is appearance. What should you wear?

In most situations, the Japanese dress according to their status or
position and casual dress is therefore not appropriate for business
travellers. Men should wear dark business suits while wornen
should wear conservative dress and try and avoid too many
accessories. Also, remember the Japanese don't wear outside
shoes inside the house or in many restaurants, so it's a good idea
to have footwear that's easy to remove.

Let's now look at business entertaining. Your hosts may bring up
the idea of getting together socially after your formal meetings. This
may be a sincere invitation to dinner, but it might just be polite talk
and you shouldn’t be offended if the dinner is never mentioned
again, Japanese business people rarely entertain at home and
normally any entertaining takes place in restaurants or bars after
business hours.

In Japan, gifts are always appreciated, particularly at the end of

a visit. Before you leave your home country, consider bringing a



small souvenir that represents the place where you live and give it
to your host. Make sure that your gift is stylishly wrapped in tasteful
colours, not white, which symbolizes death, or bright colours. When
you give and accept the gift, use both hands.

When you're in a business meeting, remember the Japanese

do not ‘talk’ with their hands so avoid using large hand gestures,
unusual facial expressions and any dramatic movernents which
could draw attention to yourself. Another sign of respect is to take
notes at a meeting. This will show that you are interested and

will be appreciated by your hosts. Like gifts, the Japanese give

and receive business cards with both hands and you should take
spedcial care in handling them. Examine any business card you
receive carefully and don't write on it, as this will be seen as a sign
of disrespect,

If all this sounds a little daunting, den’t worry. Japanese pecple

are aware that their ways are unfamiliar to foreigners and most

will happily overlook any unintended social mistakes or, or politely
point them out. Above all, the most important thing to remember
is that part of the attraction of visiting Japan is experiencing its
unique and fascinating culture.
